Applying for recognition of OT qualification in Germany

Recognition is given by the state in which you plan on practicing occupational therapy and in some states there are regional authorities to whom you must apply.  Please contact the OT association info@dve.info to find out which is the authority to whom you must apply.

You will need to supply at least the following documents but some authorities may ask for more so it is advisable to ask the relevant authority which documents they require.  Everything must be translated into German by a qualified translator and all copies of documents must be certified as true copies.

· Identity document proving nationality

· Copy of occupational therapy qualification

· Copy of registration in your own country if you have registration (or statement from the relevant authority that you qualify for registration)

· A detailed description of the study program specifying the number of hours of education per subject and year and field work experience from the educational establishment (it is recommended that the translation is done using the German legal requirements which are available online through a link on the association website www.dve.info)

· Original of a police confirmation of good conduct (Polizeiliches Führungszeugnis)

· Work experience – where appropriate

· Certificates of continued professional development – where appropriate
